· Minimum 1 page.

· Written in the language of the selected program or Hungarian.
3. Proof of Language Proficiency
· Scanned copy of the language proficiency certificate and its translation (if applicable).
· If previous studies were in the language of the program, provide proof of that.
· Only IELTS And TOFEL are most commonly accepted

IELTS Requirements:
· Minimum score: 6.0
· At least 5.5 in each band (Listening, Reading, Writing, Speaking).
TOEFL Requirements:
· iBT: Minimum score of 80.
· PBT: Minimum score of 550.
. Master's Program
IELTS Requirements:
· Minimum score: 6.5
· At least 6.0 in each band (Listening, Reading, Writing, Speaking).
TOEFL Requirements:
· iBT: Minimum score of 90.
· PBT: Minimum score of 577.
. PhD Program
IELTS Requirements:
· Minimum score: 6.5 or higher.
· At least 6.0 in each band.
TOEFL Requirements:

4. School Certificates & Translations
· For Bachelor's: Secondary school graduation certificate and translation.
· For Master's: Bachelor’s degree certificate and translation.
· For one-tier Master: Secondary school certificate and translation.
· For exchange programs: Proof of student status and its translation.
5. Transcript of Records
· Copy of the transcript of all academic semesters or years completed, with translation (if needed).
6. Identification Document
· Upload a scanned copy of the passport’s data page (or national ID card if no passport).
7. Acceptance of Statement
· Accept the “Statement for Application” in the online system (do not upload a signed copy).
8. Medical Certificate (For nominated applicants)
· A medical certificate confirming satisfactory health, issued by a physician.
· Must be recent (no older than November 2024) and submitted by 15 April.
